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BACKGROUND
Ingalls Field is a small Virginia airport perched atop the Warm Springs Mountain ridgeline at near 4000ft (1219m) amsl. It is the highest public use airport east of the Mississippi with a single 5600ft (1707m) runway. As one local news reporter covering the airport summarily described, "...it's so inconspicuously located truly in the middle of nowhere that many county residents don’t even know it’s there." (Most county residents live below the ridgeline, hence "out-of-sight-out-of-mind").
Although the airport has only 3 employees, Ingalls Field has served many general aviation needs and special guests over the years. Apart from playing host to President Bill Clinton, who arrived on a DC-9 in the Winter of 2000, the airfield continues to accommodate general aviation aircrafts with an average 31 aircraft per day. From 2009 stats, 81% of these are transient, 12% military and 8% local traffic. 
Because the airport is situated atop the ridgeline with an aircraft carrier-type  runway (drop off at each end) and unforgiving wind shear factors, it is an ideal location for military operations including aircraft testing and intermittent Touch and Gos. According to the airport engineer, wind shear frequently occurs at the airport when wind hits the side of the mountain and rides up one side and goes down on the other. If not careful or fully aware, an aircraft that flies into the wind current gets pushed down along with it.
In 1976, Ingalls Field had its only major airport tragedy due to bad weather (low visibility) when an aircraft carrying 11 people collided with the mountain 500ft below the runway. The pilot with 11 executives of Johnson and Johnson company made 2 failed landing attempts before striking the mountain on the 3rd killing all on board.
PRODUCT DESCRIPTION
Ingalls Field has been thoroughly overhauled from its default FSX version to resemble its real-world counterpart. The resulting product is from multi sources including pictures and anecdotes from pilots, unknown photographers, local newspapers and the Airport Manager. The product package includes:

· Customized vegetation
· Custom objects (too many to list)
· Custom night effects on buildings and ground
· All season photo-real airport scenery at 30cm/pixels

· Latest (03 June, 2010) airport specific data including Instrument/Nav charts
· Animation (birds within approach path, etc)
· Very friendly frame rates.

Ingalls Field was developed on a low-end system for low to high-end computers, and was tested on WinXP, Vista and Win7 32/64 bit platforms with medium to high-end graphic cards. Specific requirements include:

· Pentium IV 2.6 GHz (2GHz Duo2Core Intel or equivalent advised) 

· 1 GB RAM and above

INSTALLATION
The following set of installation and activation instructions does not apply to those who purchased from simmarket.com as the simmarket wrapper automatically installs and activate the product. 

FOR WINXP OR VISTA OS:

After installation, fire up FSX and from the "World" drop down menu, select "Scenery Library" then click "Add Area." This will open up the main FSX folder. Scroll down to "PacSim" and double click to access "Ingalls Field." Then click once to bring you back to the Scenery Library. Click "OK" to activate.

FOR WIN7 OS:

Go to the "Scenery Library" in the "Settings" menu then browse thru main FSX 
folder to locate "PacSim" then click to access "Ingalls Field."

To add 
the scenery LEFT click on any blank space inside the folder, and the windows 
should close.
